(a) In terms of Section 7 of the Criminal Law (Forensic Procedures) Amendment Act No 37 of 2013, the responsibility to draw DNA samples and maintain records of the National Forensic Database is that of the South African Police Services (SAPS). 
During the transitional period of aforementioned act between 2013 and 2016; all Schedule 08 offenders that were in Correctional Centres and not registered on the National Database were referred to SAPS for DNA samples to be captured.
The Department of Correctional Services only processes offenders eligible for parole in terms of the Correctional Services Act 111 of 1998 as amended, which stipulates the periods of a sentence to be served in order to be eligible for consideration for placement on Parole.  Table: 01 below provided the total number of convicted Schedule 08 offenders, who are on the National Forensic DNA database and have been released on parole from 01 January 2016:
