5103.	Mr M Bagraim (DA) to ask the Minister of Employment and Labour:

(1)	Whether the currently suspended senior official of the Unemployment Insurance Fund (UIF) (name and details furnished) is still employed by the UIF; if not, what is the position in this regard; if so, 
(2)	whether the specified person is still subject to a disciplinary enquiry; if not, what is the position in this regard; if so, what (a) is the progress of the disciplinary process, (b) are the relevant details of the official’s period(s) of suspension, (c) is the total amount of time for which the official has been suspended and (d) the total value of the remuneration the official has received during all of his periods of suspension, until the latest payment date is. REPLY:   
(1) Yes, the official is still employed, and his position is Unemployment Insurance Commissioner. 
(2)  The official is still subjected to the disciplinary process; (a) The process of leading evidence in the disciplinary was finalised on 13 August 2025. The process now is at the stage of submission of heads of arguments. The said official is expected to submit heads of arguments on the 12 October 2025.



Thereafter, on 20 October 2025 the hearing will convene again under the auspices of the Chairperson for issuing of the sanction; (b) The official was placed on pre-cautionary on 13 September 2024 to date; 
(c) The official has been on pre-cautionary suspension for 11 months as at the end of August 2025; (d) The total value of remuneration for the period on pre-cautionary suspension is R1 413 878,95. 
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
