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The Gauteng department of Transport has faced many challenges in the current financial year.
 
Of particular concern remains the inability of the department to attract sufficient private sector investment and foreign direct investment into the Gauteng Roads and transport Sector.
 
Administrative processes remain over regulated and are too slow.  
 
Crumbling infrastructure which is evident across the province and is visible in the inability to maintain effective traffic light and safe road conditions prevents the department from achieving its operational goals.
 
Projects like the K60, which has spent 40 years in the planning stage, is only now reaching some form of finality. This is the type of mega project that will be facilitated and accelerated by the   private sector and foreign direct investment.
 
On a recent study tour to Egypt where over 47 billion US dollars has been injected into the economy this year through direct foreign investment where the economy is growing at 4.5%, the visible results of major investment into transport infrastructure is hugely impactful. 
 
The Gauteng department of Roads and transport would do well to take notice of and attempt to find a way to attract Private sector and foreign Investment.
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
