QUESTION 1:

Which schools do not have a safety committee?
ANSWER:

All schools have safety committees as the Gauteng Department of Education (GDE) is
reprioritising safety committees after the recent elections of School Governing Body (SGB)
members.

QUESTION 2:

Which schools do not comply with the OHS Act?

ANSWER:

Please refer to Annexure A for the list of schools that were inspected and found to be non-
compliant with Occupational Health and Safety Act (OHS Act) during the 2024/2025 financial
year and Annexure B for the list of schools that were inspected and found to be non-compliant
with OHS in the 2022/2023 financial year.

QUESTION 3:
How many guards are stationed at each school?
ANSWER:

The GDE has five patrollers per school, however, at high-risk schools there is a minimum of four
guards in each school.

QUESTION 4:
Which companies have the contract in each case?

ANSWER:
There are no contracts for high-risk schools and contracts are not school based, however,

security companies are deployed on a need basis. Most schools have patrollers, and they form
part of the EPWP programme of the Department of Community Safety .

QUESTION 5:
What is the monthly cost of providing guards at each school?
ANSWER

The cost will vary according to the size and the risk of a school with a minimum of R68 000 per
month.

QUESTION 6:
What is the blueprint/checklist for safety at each school?

ANSWER:

The National School Safety Framework serves as a blueprint for safety in schools.
